Naplan results. The children from Years Three and Five will have received their NAPLAN result today. |
would like to congratulate them for their excellent results. Naplan is one of the pieces of information that
the school uses to track the performance of the school against past performance and similar schools, but it
is only one of the measures we use to judge individual performance in literacy and numeracy. It is the
attitude of the school that parents and students should not put great emphasis on the results of Naplan but
that it should be judged alongside the reports given every semester. Overall, we have seen an improvement
in results in numeracy and literacy in Year Three. We have also seen significant growth in students’ results,
comparing the same students when they were in Year Three to this year in Year Five. All students should be
congratulated. A fuller analysis of the results will be in the Annual School Report and the “MySchool”
website.

Teacher Professional Development. The Teachers are continuing to train in the deeper aspects of Focus on
Reading, the core literacy strategy of the school. This will entail working after school on some Monday
afternoons and one Saturday. Other training will be in the new English Curriculum, Science and the
transition from Preschool to Kindergarten. We are presently conducting a program on the teaching of
numeracy, which will continue next year.
