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Let’s have a look at the research to back up 
what I’m saying. Below is an excerpt from a 
research paper on ‘Small Schools and 
Education Outcomes’ by Trevor Cobbold. His 
findings were: 
 Academic achievement in small schools is 

at least equal – and often superior – to that 
of large schools; 

 Student attitudes towards school in general 
and toward particular school subjects are 
more positive in small schools;  

 Student social behaviour – as measured 
by truancy, discipline problems, violence; 
theft, substance abuse, and gang 
participation – is more positive in small 
schools;  

 Levels of extracurricular participation are 
much higher and more varied in small 
schools than large ones, and students in 
small schools derive greater satisfaction 
from their extracurricular participation;  

 Student attendance is better in small 
schools than in large ones;  

 A smaller percentage of students drop out 
of small schools than large ones;  

 Students have a greater sense of 
belonging in small schools than in large 
ones;  

 Student academic and general self-
concepts are higher in small schools than 
in large ones;  

 Interpersonal relations between and 
among students, teachers, and 
administrators are more positive in small 
schools than in large ones. 

As you can see from my ‘not so short’ article, 
great things filled with many opportunities do 
come in small packages…………just like 
Rydalmere Public School and Preschool!!
