WHAT'S HAPPENING IN 5/6G

In5/66 we have been learning about the ANZACs and the significance of ANZAC symbols. Guring the
First World War, red poppies were some of the first plants to spring up in the battlefields of northern
France and Belgium. They have come to symbaolise the sacrifice of blood shed during war and are widely
used as part of ANZAC Day observances.

As a class we viewed and studied photographs of peppies for inspiration. We discussed the way light and
shade are vital for a realistic, three-dimensional looking scene.
